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An insight into a the lighting planning at kunstlicht in Cologne.

o ur eyes are our most important sen-
se organs: they absorb 80 % of all 
information that a human ingests. 

Therefore, the composition of our direct am-
biance has a significant impact on our frame 
of mind. Light in particular affects our daily 
moods and productivity. Especially the ligh-
ting in our very own home is important for 
our well-being.

Here is the challenge that a lighting planner 
meets. The light in your own home often is 
undervalued. Practical and little - if at all - 
aesthetical: this is the frequently encountered 
situation in newly built houses. But even if the-
re are good lamps, they are wasted if not used 
appropiately, positioned correctly or attuned 
technically.

The foremost priority is to underline the de-
stinctive features and the architectural cha-
racter of a space. The lighting concept in itself 
should not come to the fore too much (unless 
that is the explicit idea behind the concept). 
Light becomes more valuable when you see it 

as a an integrated solution, blended in with the 
surroundings.

Each room bears its own challenge. Kitchens, 
for example, need the so-called zone light for 
a safe workflow during cooking. Bathrooms 
are completely different, here you can afford 
to experience with the effects of colourful light 
installations without making the room seem 
overloaded.
Over the past years, the technology of lighting 
control has proven to be an excellent means 
for regulating light (and shade) in your daily 
needs. Through pre-set light scenes like „coo-
king“, „reading“ etc. and the corresponding 
stored brightness values it is possible to opera-
te and adjust all lamps in one room from one 
central control panel. With pushing just one 
button, you can create all kinds of lighting at-
mospheres.

If you have made up your mind to implement 
professional lighting design in your new home, 
you should involve the lighting planer as soon 
as possible, ideally even before the start of con-

struction. That way, he faces the least limits, 
and you prevent unnessecary extra cost and 
effort.
